How 
about purchasing at discount a large quantity of expansion tanks and making 
them available at cost to customers? How about training a team of expansion 
tank installers who customers can schedule for installations? That seems much 
better than your approach of simply warning us to get "multiple quotes" to 
avoid getting ripped off, this at a time when thousands of other customers will 
be doing the same thing. 
 
Mr. Helm explained that a response was sent to Mr. Warren.  There was a brief 
discussion regarding the notification process for customers.
